June 15™-16th 2024

Parking:

June 15™:
All guests will need to park in Lot C and walk around the riverwalk to enter the fields. There is
no parking allowed on Seaport Drive during Philadelphia Union Home Games.

June 16™:

All parking lots will be open and you can park in Lots G, H, E. or C. Handicap parking will be
available on Seaport Drive at the end of Jeffery Street, this will be marked with handicap signs. Jeffery
Street is the access road between Fields 3 & 7.

Bathrooms:

June 15™:
The concourse will not be open on Saturday. There are porta potties beside Field 6 and guests can
use the bathrooms inside the Union Power Plant

June 16™:
The media gate will be open on the plaza for access to the stadium bathrooms. Guests can feel
free to use the bathrooms inside of the Power Plant as well.

Waivers:
In order to participate at the WSFS Bank Sportsplex, all players on your team must sign the

mandatory participation waiver before your event's start date. Those who fail to sign the waiver
will not be permitted to participate at the WSFS Bank Sportsplex.
